Donõt Pick an Argument with 

Year Eight

Everyone has opinions ð in fact, lis-

tening to talk back radio gives the 

impression that too many people 

have strong opinions based on misin-

formation, no information ð or preju-

dice. Itõs hard to find someone who 

can express a strong point of view 

thatõs supported by evidence, is pas-

sionate and doesnõt make personal 

attacks. Someone once compared 

talk back radio participants to people 

who read the headlines and make up 

the rest. 

Well, thatõs not for us. We want our 

arguments to count. Recently Year 8 

classes have been working on devel-

oping sound procedures for writing 

effective arguments. There are par-

ticular strategies you can employ to 

be successful, like using an interest-

ing opening. On the argument for 

having a mobile phone, Ana wrote: 

ôImagine this. You are walking on the 

way to school and you realise that you 

have left your PE gear at home...what 

can you do?õ The argument, having 

hooked in readers with a rhetorical 

question, provides some anecdotal 

evidence as support and then contin-

ues, ôthis scenario will happen at 

least once to all of us, no matter how 

organised we are. A cell phone will 

help avert disasterõ. 

Another useful strategy is to use 1st  

2nd or 3rd person to help the reader 

feel included and to encourage them 

to feel that theyõre on the writerõs 

side, or using a rhetorical question.  

Taryn wrote: So, the next time you are 

thinking about giving us homework, 

say to yourself, òdo I really need to or 

do they get enough work in class?ó 

Conclusions are really important too, 

they tie in with the beginning of the 

argument and make one last appeal 

to the reader e.g. òeven though tex-

ting is fast, easy and cheap, you can 

mistake other peopleõs tones. With 

talking it is nice to hear someoneõs 

voice; it is safer in cars ð so, which 

one will you choose?ó 

There have been some animated 

discussions between groups, and 

most people feel much more able to 

write a more informed, persuasive 

argument as a result.
