The evidence of learning and progress 

I see as the students eagerly place 

their writing books in my hands and 

talk to me about their achievements, 

their struggles, their goals, things that 

went well, things that didnõt go so well 

greatly influence my conclusion that 

we are on track in achieving better and 

best for our children.  

Similarly, in the Junior College this 

week, I was privileged to hear our Year 

7 Academy class share excerpts from 

their recent writing.
